Students Jump For Joy in Salem, MA  
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 Who can run? The President and 

Vice-President are elected every 

four years. They must be at least 

35 years of age, they must be 

native-born citizens of the 

United States, and they must 

have been residents of the U.S. for at 

least 14 years. (Also, a person cannot be elected to a 

third term as President.)  

 

How do the political parties choose their candidates? 

That's up to the political parties. Most political parties 

hold conventions, which are large meetings attended by 

"delegates." Some delegates are selected by state 

"primary" elections, some are selected by state caucuses 

(very much like primaries, except with public voting in-

stead of secret ballots), and some are chosen for their 

prominence in the party. A majority of delegate votes is 

needed to win the party's nomination. In most cases, the 

delegates let their chosen presidential candidate select a 

vice-presidential candidate.  

The Primary process has started this month. The Primary 

process is where each state will hold itôs individual state 

election for President to determine who the candidate will 

be in each party (Democrat or Republican). Depending 

on how well a candidate does in each state  with popular 

vote, will determine  how many delegate votes he or she 

will get.  To be nominated by 

the Democratic or Republican 

party a candidate must get 50% 

plus 1 or more delegates to be 

nominated. For example in New 

Hampshire The following dele-

gates where assigned to the 

following candidates. 

Democrat party:   

Hilary Clinton       39%      9 Delegates 

Barack Obama      37%      9 Delegates 

John Edwards       17%      4 Delegates 

Bill Richardson      5%      0 

Dennis Kucinich      1%      0 

2025 Delegates are needed to become the Democratic 

presidential Nominee 

 Republican party: 

John McCain          37%      7 Delegates 

Mitt Romney           31%      4 Delegates 

Mike Huckabee      11%       1 Delegate 

Rudy Giuliani         8%      0 

Ron Paul                8%      0
